The first beautification day was held in August and consisted of tree plantings and installation of 
groundcover in the public planters on Ramona Avenue and adjacent to the Exploration Station. The Fall 
beautification days focused on West Grand Avenue near 4th Street and 8th Street, as well as the City’s 
Demonstration Garden at Ramona Garden Park.
